La critica de la dominacion y de la razén en la Cultura Occidental

El presente articulo trata de investigar, a través de la mirada de algunas feministas
ecoldgicas criticas, los origenes de la historia de la dominacién de las mujeres y de la
naturaleza en nuestra cultura.

El territorio cuerpo-tierra como espacio-tiempo de resistencias y luchas
en las mujeres indigenas y originarias.

El cuerpo como primer territorio de defensa cobra un significado especial, en el abordaje
que estan realizando las mujeres indigenas que trabajan en la elaboracién epistemoldgica
de un feminismo comunitario, donde la defensa del cuerpo-tierra integre la "recuperacion y
defensa del territorio tierra como una garantia del espacio concreto territorial donde se
manifiesta la vida de los cuerpos” (Cabnal, 2010 : 22-23).

Las cosmovisiones y concepciones de espacio-tiempo elaboradas por los pueblos
indigenas en base a grandes ciclos y espirales, se contraponen a la linearidad occidental
del tiempo en la que "la historia tiene un sentido, una direccion, y de que los paises
desarrollados van adelante” (de Sousa Santos, 2006 : 24).2

En dichas concepciones espacio-temporales, el territorio no es simplemente un espacio
fisico donde asentarse, incluye todo el tejido de relaciones con lo vivo y lo no vivo, se
encarna en la tierra y en el cuerpo individual y colectivo, y por tanto es el primer elemento
de disputa, lucha y resistencia frente a las invasiones.

Frente a las ausencias de su no inclusién en las historias oficiales y las constituciones
politicas de los estados donde habitan, hombres y mujeres indigenas se han convertido
en sujetos politicos en emergencia a través de su agencia de luchas y resistencias a lo
largo de los siglos, donde el territorio ha sido el elemento central.

El feminismo comunitario propuesto por Lorena Cabnal (maya-xinka) y Julieta Paredes
(aymara) unifica asi las luchas de recuperaciéon de la tierra y de los cuerpos (cuerpo-
tierra), frente a las violencias ejercidas contra los pueblos indigenas, y muy en especial
contra las mujeres indigenas.

Hermenéutica de elite: apontamentos sobre o colonialismo interno no
Brasil

O “desajuste” entre os ideais iluministas e supostamente “universais” formulados no Norte
e a realidade aparentemente “disforme e contaminada” de paises do Sul Global é
frequentemente apontado como um dos principais problemas para a emancipacdo dos
povos historicamente oprimidos. Tal diagndéstico pode ser de alguma forma estendido,
levando-se em conta a devida heterogeneidade e os respectivos contextos, ao vasto
territdrio formado pelas ex-colonias europeias: da Ameérica Latina a Asia, passando pela
Africa.

No Brasil, essa perspectiva apresenta contornos ainda mais sobressalentes por meio da
atuacao de um segmento letrado intelectual que, partindo de uma “hermenéutica de elite”,
busca elaborar leituras que — por mais distintas e até conflitantes em termos politico-
ideologicos — preservam um forte traco do que se conhece na literatura como
“colonialidades (do poder, do saber e do ser)”. Absolutamente crucial para a formacao da
ideia da brasilidade, o movimento modernista da Semana da Arte de 1922 foi seguido por
um conjunto de “ensaios de interpretacdo” publicados nas décadas seguintes que
exercem uma influéncia enorme no campo das ciéncias sociais. Apontamentos sinalizam
para a existéncia de uma indisfarcavel e incbmoda auséncia — o colonialismo interno —
nessas analises de carater marcadamente fundacionais.

De Gilberto Freyre a Raymundo Faoro, de Caio Prado Jr. a Celso Furtado, de Sérgio
Buarque de Holanda a Roberto Schwarz: as chaves de interpretacdo de autores centrais
para o pensamento brasileiro partem de um ponto em comum, que é a condicdo socio-
estrutural privilegiada combinada com um privilégio assumido a epistemologia moderno-
ocidental. E possivel notar resquicios de colonialidades — reforcadas pela forca e
perenidade do colonialismo interno - mesmo em autores que tentam escapar desta trama
como Darcy Ribeiro, Florestan Fernandes e Milton Santos. As lutas sociais, contudo,
revelam diversas emergéncias politicas, econdmicas, sociais, étnicas e culturais
associadas a outras légicas em linha com a traducao intercultural (hermenéutica diatdpica
e pluritépica).

On Colonial Blind Spots, Ego-politics of Knowledge, and ‘Universal
Reason’

In the beginning of the twenty-first century the Cameroonian philosopher and political
scientist Achille Mbembe pronounced a historical ‘no’ to the Eurocentric philosophy of life.
Few before him have dared venture into a major critique of sovereignty and what has been
largely considered a ‘universal reading’ of biopower. What Mbembe performed was related
to the normative understanding of Foucauldian concept of biopolitics and its linkage to the
dominant model of epistemological power. Speaking in the name of death instead of life,
Mbembe did not only oppose the hegemonic biopolitical reason: he also succeeded in
executing a radical turn from it.

Consequently, the seed of his efforts started to grow worldwide (most notably among the
scholars outside of the so-called First World) and developed into a new global ‘episteme’
centered on the work of death-politics. This paper centers on Mbembe’s groundbreaking
work on the limits of Eurocentric biopolitical sovereignty under the guise of death-driven
conflicts and necro-colonial matrix of power. Backed up by transnational theories of
necropolitics developed since 2003, | have undertaken the task to analyze his methods in
articulating a theoretically decentered global proclivity towards and against such travestied
life-politics.

This is all in order to question the hermeneutic inconsistency inherent to the First World
‘universal rationality.” The paper serves as only one among innumerable related platforms
across the universe of contemporary necro-colonial theory and functions as yet another
nodal point from which to launch a critical discourse on the work of death in the context of
the world’s ongoing neoliberal/ neocolonial/ necropolitical re-designing. Its main aim,
therefore, is to open up the horizons of knowledge while critically re-considering the
foundations of our world-systems of knowledge production, but also its destruction - the
erosion of global knowledge(s) through an imperial death-politics of knowledge famously
termed ‘epistemicide’ by Sousa Santos.
